THE MINISTER OF HOUSING AND URBAN POVERTY ALLEVIATION (KUMARI SELJA): (a)
and (b)) In pursuance of the Government’s vision of creating a Slum-free India, a new scheme Rajiv
Awas Yojana' (RAY) has been launched on 02.06.2011. The Phase | of Rajiv Awas Yojana is for a
period of two years from the date of approval of the scheme with a budget of Rs. 5,000 crores. The
Scheme will provide financial assistance to States that are willing to assign property rights to slum
dwellers for provision of decent shelter and basic civic and social services for slum redevelopment,

and for creation of affordable housing stock.

{c) and (d) The Scheme is expected to cover about 250 cities, across the entire country by

the end of 12th Plan (2017). The selection of the cities will be done in consultation with the Gentre.
