(@) to (e) With a view to promote Medical Value Travel (MVT) in India, Ministry of
Health & Family Welfare had organized a stakeholder consultation on 4™& 5" March
2022. The potential for India to emerge as one of the preferred destination for Medical
Value Travel across the world with the ability to deliver world-class health services at
affordable cost was highlighted in the consultation.

The stakeholder consultation was done under the overarching theme of “Heal in
India”, wherein participants from various Ministries and organizations highlighted the
potential of Medical Value Travel including the holistic health & wellness services
