Death of pigs due to African Swine Fever (ASF) in Mizoram

SHRI K. VANLALVENA (Mizoram): Mr. Chairman, Sir. | want to mention about the
death of nearly thirty thousand pigs and piglets in the State of Mizoram due to African
Swine Fever (ASF) since 2020 till date. According to the AH & Vety Department,
Government of Mizoram reports, the African Swine Fever spread throughout the State
of Mizoram covering 271 villages in all eleven districts. According to the Department
reports, 29,800 pigs have died due to ASF, and 10,380 pigs have been killed due to
suspected infection of ASF during these two years. The market value of the lost
swine throughout the State is roughly calculated to be about Rs. 80 crores. As we all
know, the loss of such a huge number of domestic animals during this pandemic
period for the poor farmers is a kind of disaster and natural calamity.

So, | request the Central Government to kindly provide the Central assistance
to the victims of ASF in the State of Mizoram. Thank you for the opportunity.

MPs from the South are also receiving replies and
letters in Hindi. This is nothing but the high handedness of the Union Government to
impose Hindi on the non-Hindi speaking people.

Similarly, of late, the names of all the schemes and programmes are being
given in Hindi and no English translation is provided. With the result, the people from
non-Hindi speaking areas, in fact MPs also, are confused about the purpose of
schemes and they are not able to explain to the people about the aims and objectives
of these schemes, though the Centre is spending crores of rupees on these schemes.

Through the Food Corporation of India, we were supplying our surplus
quantity of rice. But, unfortunately, adding to the problems of farmers of Odisha,
Telangana and other States, this time, the Central Government has given a directive
that not a single grain of par-boiled rice will be procured from our State. When the
entire country is in turmoil and farmers are doing agitations for their problems, you are
adding another problem for the farmers. If you are not going to procure par-boiled
rice, should we throw all our surplus par-boiled rice into the Bay of Bengal? Sir, a few
months back, in the month of February, hon. Minister of Food and Civil Supplies gave
an assurance that all surplus par-boiled rice from Odisha will be procured by the
Central Government. But now the Central Government has gone back on its words
and has given an order that no par-boiled rice will be procured. This is going to
seriously hamper the procurement.

Poor mobile network/internet connectivity hampering the education of tribal children
in Kalahandi, Balangir and Koraput (KBK) region

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR (Odisha): Sir, my Zero Hour submission is about poor mobile
network and internet connectivity in the tribal KBK districts of Odisha. | will set the
context. KBK is a cluster of eight tribal districts, seven of which are part of the
Aspirational Districts Programme of NITI Aayog. As per Annual Report 2020-21 of
DoT, the tele-density of Odisha is only at 76.28 as opposed to the national average of
86.55. For KBK districts, the tele-density is only 62.37. A case in point, there are 310
Gram Panchayats in my district of Kalahandi of which 81 districts do not have telecom
internet connectivity. There are 6,278 villages in Odisha without any mobile access or
connectivity which is the largest in the country. Based on a survey, it is observed that
nearly 2,500 mobile base stations are required to provide coverage to all the
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uncovered villages and GPs of the State. Recently, the Union Home Ministry has
sanctioned about 488 mobile base stations which mean we need 2,000 additional
mobile base stations to cover all the villages and GPs of the State.The telecom
service providers, however, are unwilling to put up the requisite infrastructure in all the
villages of the KBK Districts which are largely tribal-dominated and LWE-affected.

Sir, | will give an example. On 28™ July, 2020, BSNL came up with a
notification to discontinue its 4G infrastructure services from Kalahandi citing revenue
losses and commercial non-viability. In this very august House, | strongly objected to
this notification of BSNL and thanks to you and the Government, the notification has
been withdrawn. All of us know that poor internet connectivity affects all the
Government schemes and, largely, the education sector is hugely affected because
of this, particularly, in a year when we are rolling out the NEP and, particularly, when
the Covid pandemic has hit the education sector so badly and children have to
depend on online education. How will the tribal children of KBK Districts and,
generally, across the country, continue their education if this kind of attitude by the
telecom service providers continue?

Demand to open Aawaas-HMobile App window for inclusion of data of eligible
householder of Odisha under PMAY (G)

DR. SASMIT PATRA (Odisha): Sir, on 5" July, 2021, the hon. Chief Minister of
Odisha had written a letter to hon. Prime Minister of India reiterating his earlier request
to include about 6 lakh identified eligible households under PMAY (G) in respect of
districts not affected by cyclone FANI. He further requested hon. Prime Minister to
advise the Ministry of Rural Development to open the window of Aawaas + Mobile
App for the entire State of Odisha for a period of one month in order to migrate the
data of eligible Households Aawaas for PMAY (G) programme. Six lakh houses
under PMAY (G) can be provided to 6 lakh eligible households who are
predominantly tribals in the tribal areas and KBK districts of Western and Southern
Odisha. It is possible if the Aawaas + Mobile App window is opened for a month so
that their data can be included. These six lakh houses are in Western Odisha,
Scheduled Areas and KBK regions of Odisha. The Fifth Schedule to the Indian
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Constitution provides special protection to these areas as they are tribal-dominated
and to facilitate their speedy development. Also, the KBK regions of Odisha have
been very challenging and Governments have always proactively come forward to
help. In light of this, | request the Ministry to open the Aawaas + Mobile App for a
month in order to ensure that the people of Western Odisha, the Scheduled areas and
KBK regions of Odisha are provided priority focus and their six lakh houses are
provided at the earliest.

Hyderabad Bengaluru Industrial Corridor

*61. SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: Will the Minister of COMMERCE
AND INDUSTRY be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government has taken any initiative to speed up the work relating to
Hyderabad Bengaluru Industrial Corridor (HBIC);

(b) if so, the details thereof;

(c) whether Government has allotted any fund for this project with an aim to speed
up and complete the project at the earliest;

(d) if so, the details thereof; and

(e) if not, the reasons therefor?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY (SHRI
SOM PARKASH): (a) to (e) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (e) Government of India has approved inclusion of Hyderabad-Bengaluru
Industrial Corridor (HBIC) under Industrial Corridor Programme in response to a
request from Government of Andhra Pradesh.

Government of India has also approved development of Orvakal node under
Hyderabad-Bengaluru Industrial Corridor. Consultant has been appointed for Project
Development activity including preparation of detailed master plan & preliminary
engineering of Orvakal node. Market demand assessment, Site survey, preparation of
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base map, technical assessment & land suitability and preparation of preliminary
master plan have been completed.

The fund requirement is ascertained on the basis of Project development activity. At
present, since the pre-requisite steps have still not been completed, funds are yet to
be earmarked for this project.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: Sir, the answer given by the hon.
Minister is very vague and does not specify any time-bound programme as to when it
will be started and completed. As far as the assurance given by the then hon. Prime
Minister on 22" February, 2014, Special Category Status would have to be accorded
to the State of Andhra Pradesh but that has not been given. The industrial corridors
are considered as indicators of economic growth. Till now, the Government has taken
such a long time to identify the node. My question is: If in identifying the node itself
the Government is taking such a long time, then how and when it will commence the
project so as to reap the benefits of this project in a short time? Is there any time-
bound programme devised? The objective of development of industrial corridors is to
expand the industrial output, increase the employment opportunities.

SHRI SOM PARKASH: Sir, so far as this plan is concerned, a consultant has been
appointed for a detailed master plan; and then the steps will be taken to release the
funds. After that, the notification of the master plan will be done by the State
Government. The environmental clearance and other regulatory clearances are then
sought. After that, execution of concessionaire agreement is done. Then, a special
purpose vehicle is done. After that, preliminary works, cost estimates are prepared.
After that, recommendation of the national industrial corridor approval is sought. After
the approval of the Cabinet Committee, when the land is transferred to the special
purpose vehicle, then the funds would be released. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI BIKASH RANJAN BHATTACHARYYA: Sir, we are unable to hear or understand
what the Minister is speaking.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please be brief in your answers, Mr. Minister.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: Sir, till now, how many jobs have been
offered to the residents of the State of Andhra Pradesh? In future, how many jobs will
be created and in which manner the self-employment will be created? Is there any
roadmap for that purpose?
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SHRI SOM PARKASH: Sir, so far as the question is concerned, the project is being
prepared and after that only the other steps will be taken. After the project is
implemented, only then we will see how much employment is created and given to the
people.

(a) Sir, the Phase-Il of Faster Adoption and Manufacturing of (Hybrid & ) Electric
Vehicles in India (FAME India) is being implemented for a period of 5 years w.e.f. 01!
April, 2019 with a total budgetary support of Rs. 10,000 crores. Under Phase-Il of
FAME-India Scheme, Rs. 1000 Cr. is allocated for the development of charging
infrastructure. This Ministry has sanctioned 2,877 Electric Vehicle Charging Stations in
68 cities across 25 States/UTs and 1576 charging stations across 9 Expressways and
16 Highways under Phase Il of FAME India Scheme. The city-wise details of charging
stations sanctioned under phase-Il of FAME-India Scheme in respect of Maharashtra
State are attached as Annexure.

(b) Sir, there are no such pending proposal.

(c) As per the Ministry of Power guidelines, there must be at least one charging
station at every 25 kms on both sides of the Highway and also at least one Charging
Station for long Range/Heavy Duty EVs at every 100 kms on both sides of the
Highway.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN: Sir, | would like to ask a fundamental question. With threat of
climate change looming large and our hon. Prime Minister’s commitment at Glasgow
Summit to bring down emissions to zero by 2070, it is unlikely to meet that goal with
our currently planned action. So, we need to alter our policies on expenditure and
direct our economic policies towards this goal.

Shifting to EVs is a step towards that. But, it needs increased allocations. So,
my question is: Will the Government consider attaching charging stations mandatorily
at every petrol pump?

Railway projects in Odisha

*63. SHRIMATI MAMATA MOHANTA: Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to
state:

(a) the present status of various ongoing/pending railway projects in Odisha;

(b) the steps taken by the Railways to complete the said projects in a time
bound manner;

(c) whether Government of Odisha has proposed to bear some cost of the said
projects for their timely completion and if so, the details thereof and the
response of the Railways thereto;

(d) the number of railway projects in Odisha for which survey has been
conducted and approved but for which work is not underway as yet;

(e) if so, the details thereof; and
(f)  the efforts made by Government to speed up the work?

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW): (a) to (f) A Statement
is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a), (b), (d) to (f) Railway projects are sanctioned Zonal Railway-wise and not
State-wise, as, Indian Railways’ projects may span across State boundaries.
However, as on 01.04.2021, 37 Railway Projects costing 355,219 crore for 4,643 km
length, falling fully/partly in the State of Odisha are at different stages of
planning/approval/execution, out of which, 928 km length has been commissioned
and an expenditure of 216,903 crore has been incurred upto March, 2021.

Odisha is covered by East Coast Railway, South Eastern Railway and South East
Central Railway. Zonal Railway wise details of projects including cost and expenditure
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are made available in public domain on Indian Railways website i.e.
www.indianrailways.gov.in >Ministry of Railways >Railway Board >About Indian
Railways >Railway Board Directorates >Finance (Budget) >Pink Book(Year)
> Railway wise works Machinery & Rolling Stock Programme.

Railway has substantially increased budget allocations for Infrastructure projects
& safety works, falling fully/partly in State of Odisha. Average annual Budget
allocation for Infrastructure projects & safety works, falling fully/partly in State of
Odisha, during 2014-19 has been enhanced to 4,126 crore per year from 2838 crore
per year (during 2009-14). Thus, the average budget allocation during 2014-19 is
392% more as compared to average allocation during 2009-14 (838 Cr/Year).
These allocations have been enhanced to 34,568 crore in 2019-20 and %5,296 crore in
2020-21 which are 445% and 532% more than the average allocation of 2009-14
(838 Cr/Year) respectively. Total allocation of Budget has further been enhanced to
%5,921 crore in 2021-22, which is the highest ever budget allocation for the State of
Odisha and 607% more than the average of 2009-14 (X838 Cr/Year).

The completion of any Railway project(s) depends on various factors like quick
land acquisition by State Government, forest clearance by officials of forest
department, deposition of cost share by State Government in cost sharing projects,
priority of projects, shifting of infringing utilities, statutory clearances from various
authorities, geological and topographical conditions of area, law and order situation in
the area of project(s) site, number of working months in a year for particular project
site due to climatic conditions etc. and all these factors affect the completion time of
the project(s). Railways is making all the efforts for expeditious completion of
projects.

Progress of project depends on timely land acquisition and forestry clearance by
the State Government. Railway has made significant progress in the available land.
Various steps are taken by the Government for effective and speedy implementation
of railway projects include (i) prioritisation of projects (ii) substantial increase in
allocation of funds on priority projects (iii) delegation of powers at field level (iv) close
monitoring of progress of projects at various levels, and (V) regular follow up with
State Governments and concerned authorities for expeditious land acquisition,
forestry and Wildlife clearances and for resolving other issues pertaining to projects.

There is substantial increase in rate of commissioning since 2014. During 2009-
14, 267 km (56 km of New line, 83 km of Gauge conversion and 128 km of Doubling
projects), falling fully/partly in the state of Odisha, have been commissioned at an
average rate of 53.40 km per year. During 2014-21, 1031 km (251 km of New line and
780 km of Doubling projects), falling fully/partly in the state of Odisha, have been
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commissioned at an average rate of 147.29 km per year, which is 176% more than
average annual commissioning achieved during 2009-14.

(c) Three projects of New lines have been sanctioned on commitment of cost sharing
by the Govt. of Odisha, are:

(i) Khurda Road-Bolangir new line project (289 km): Cost sharing by Govt.
of Odisha for a length of 177 km in this project.

(i) Jeypore-Navarangpur new line project (41 Km).

(iii) Jeypore-Malkangiri new line project (130 Km).

SHRI PRASANNA ACHARYA: Sir, the hon. Minister, in his reply, has stated about
three projects of new railway lines on commitment of cost-sharing by the Government
of Odisha.

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, Khurda-Bolangir line® ' Sir, Khurda -Balangir line is
very important for Odisha.

(a) and (b) Telangana has adopted Decentralized Procurement (DCP) Scheme for
procurement of paddy under which, the State Government itself undertakes direct
purchase of paddy from farmers, stores and distributes the procured Custom Milled
Rice (CMR) under National Food Security Act (NFSA) and Other Welfare Schemes
(OWS). Only the surplus CMR, after meeting the State’s requirement, is delivered to
Food Corporation of India (FCI) for Central Pool account for movement to other
deficit/consuming States. Type of rice to be accepted by FCI is decided as per
requirement in deficit/consuming States.

(c) State-wise details of equivalent rice of actual paddy procured under central
pool from KMS 2018-19 to 2020-21 is at Annexure — | and State-wise details of paddy
procured under central pool during KMS 2021-22 (Kharif crop) up to 29.11.2021 is
at Annexure-Il.

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DR. K. KESHAVA RAO: Sir, | would not try to complicate anything by asking this
question or that question. My simple straight question is, whether the Central
Government plans to procure entire rice irrespective of type from the State of
Telangana; and | have already got the answer from a Union Cabinet Minister who
says, "I, as a Union Cabinet Minister of the Central Government, say that every piece
of grain will be procured by the Central Government." This is the stand of the Central
Government. Does the Government stand by this statement that whatever we
produce will be procured by the Central Government? This is quantum of that CMR
left which is called Marketable Surplus. Whenever we are selling, it is surplus of what
we use it for our consumption and we use it for welfare programmes. That is milled
rice. What is left is that we are talking about. Let us not confuse the thing. We are
only talking of what is left with us. Last year, you took 94 lakh tonnes. This year you
have taken 19 lakh tonnes. Perhaps, you would take further. Will you, at least, take
that 94 lakh tonnes which you have taken last year? So, this is the simple question.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Sir, | do not know what other statements have been referred
to but | would like to highlight to the august House ... .... (Interruptions)...

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO: | am quoting the ... ... (Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please, please. ...(Interruptions)... Please, Keshava
Raoji, let us hear the reply of the Minister. Please.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: But | can only share with this august House and with the hon.
Member that consistently, year-on-year, the Central Government has been
increasing the procurement of rice for the Central Pool. From the Annexure given to
all of the hon. Members, you will observe, Sir, that this Government has increased the
paddy procured for milling of rice for the Central Pool from 443 lakh tonnes in 2018-19
KMS to 518 lakh tonnes and then to 600 lakh tonnes in KMS 2020-21. | am grateful
that the hon. Member has acknowledged that even in the State of Telangana, we
have increased the procurement from 51.9 lakh tonnes to 74.54 lakh tonnes to 94.54
lakh tonnes. This is the track record of the Modi Government, and which is why we
say that this has been the most responsive Government to the farmers' interest and
the procurement under MSP operations done by the Government has increased
manifold both in volume and in value.

Sir, as regards the State of Telangana, in the KMS 2020-21, the procurement
which is under reference, in the kharif season, they had estimated that they would
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give us 50 lakh tonnes. What they were finally able to give was only 32.66 lakh
tonnes. In the rabi season, they had estimated 55 lakh tonnes. Finally, they are
saying that they have procured paddy to make it 61.87 lakh tonnes. On our part, we
have agreed that we would procure the rice and the material that they provide us up
to 94.53 lakh tonnes, which they are claiming that they have procured. But even
today, as we speak, 29 lakh tonnes are pending. They have not yet been able to give
the agreed quantity. | don't know why this issue has been made political in the State
of Telangana. They still have to give us 29 lakh tonnes. When we asked them for
physical verification and our teams went there for physical verification, a number of
discrepancies were found in the stock. In fact, the stock was not even maintained in
a proper manner. We had been giving extensions month after month. We have been
supporting the State Government in every possible way. Despite all that, | don't see
the reason why a simple issue should be politicized again and again. We are saying
that there is an MoU that we follow. It is based on that that we are buying rice from all
over the country; it is done in a certain fashion. There is a regular process that has
been going on for years. The hon. Minister for Agriculture has already announced on
the floor of the House that MSP operations would go on as they are going on now.
But again and again, if they want us to make specific fresh statements in different
formats, | don't see any reason for that, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Dr. Keshava Rao; second supplementary.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO: Sir, my question to you is, did you understand it? You may
have understood it, but | didn't. | have not asked the Minister for anything. | have not
asked you for MSP. | have not asked you about what is left with us. The simple thing
is, you have been responsive and we thank you for that. Please continue to be
responsive. Tell us on the floor of the House...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please...

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO: Sir, that is what he said, that he was responsive and he took
94.54 |lakh tonnes last year. If you are responsive, we thank you for that. Will you
continue to be responsive and take 94.54 plus the increase. Because there is a /78 per
cent increase in production, as you have yourself verified? What is the increase that
you will take? That is our question. The hon. Member here raised a point about
boiled rice during the Zero Hour. When you say rabi crop, it is only boiled rice. Will
you take boiled rice too? If yes, how much would you take?
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SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, in the current season itself, they
have not yet supplied the rice that they were expected to supply. ...(Interruptions)...
We are asking them to first complete what is pending, the 29 lakh tonnes that are still
pending from the State of Telangana. They have not yet supplied that. First they
should complete that supply and after that, if there is still any problem, they can
approach the Government and appropriate decisions as per the MoU would be taken.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, kindly give me one minute
because during the course of the reply, the hon. Minister has cast aspersion. He
spoke about certain discrepancies between the State and the Centre.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please put your question.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: This needs to be clarified because when it comes from
the hon. Minister, the record has to be set straight. There has been a doubt by
Government of India regarding the quantum of rice grown in Telangana for which the
officials of the Government of India went to Telangana. They verified the quota and
projection given and the area sown. It was verified and concluded that it was almost
99.99 per cent same. So, there is no discrepancy. | want to set that record straight.
The second thing they asked was: How did you grow so much? In the last four or five
years, there has been tremendous investment in the irrigation sector which resulted in

more area coming under irrigation and more area coming under paddy? The third
point which we have been agitating for a while is this. Hon. Minister's statement here
is contrary to the hon. Minister's statement in Telangana. Hon. Minister says that
they will not buy parboiled rice because they have sufficient stock.The Minister in
Telangana says that we will buy every grain of rice. So, through you, | would like to
clarify through FCI, they have a record of the buffer stock. They have a record of the
parboiled rice. So, if you feel that you have sufficient parboiled...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please...

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: Let me conclude, Sir. We have been agitating.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please be brief.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: They have the record. We have enough parboiled rice
to feed the country for two years. Tell us not to grow parboiled rice. The reason we

are agitating today is that 31151 g7 Bl BT hTH ™ R People have started
sowing for Rabi crop. If the Minister says that he will let us know in March, what will

we do then?
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, please conclude.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: Kindly bear with me. Let the hon. Minister be very
specific. Will he procure in Rabi or not because the procurement in Rabi would be
only parboiled rice from Odisha and Telangana?

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Reddy, please.
SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: Sir, | appreciate you for giving me time.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, when | was referring to
discrepancies, | was referring to the stocks, about which | have written to their hon.
Minister also on 7" October. In one district of Warangal alone, there was a shortage
of paddy stock of 25,303 metric ton, which is why this will always be an estimate.
There cannot be a hundred per cent certainty. For that matter, | would like to draw
your attention to what happened in the previous year. In the previous year also, we
had allowed them a larger quantity to be procured and supplied. But, finally, they
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were not able to supply. So, if | may quote, for example, in 2019-20 season, they had
said that they would give us 61.92 lakh metric tonnes, but they were able to supply us
only 42.99 lakh metric tonnes. So, this is something which continues to happen.
Very often, they give us estimates which are pretty inaccurate or go beyond what the
real supplies are. So, this is something which different States face at different times,
but | have not agitated. ...(/nterruptions)... Please, | am answering the other
Member. Can | answer his own Member? | am answering his point.
...(Interruptions) ... So, | am saying that these estimates are all given by the States.
We do a test check. The Agriculture Ministry tries its best. Ultimately, these are large
areas. | have appealed to the State of Telangana and all other States that they should
emulate the Karnataka model. Karnataka has come up with an excellent programme
called 'FRUITS', under which they map in the entire State physically. Boys and girls
go, take photographs, geo-map and see what the output is. They come to pretty
good number of accurate figures.

Having said that, | have repeatedly been saying on record that first, they have
to supply the quantity that they have, for which, if they have to procure, they should
procure the paddy in their State. They have to still give us 29 lakh metric tonnes for
the current procurement that is going on. | have already given them, | think, four or
five extensions. It is a matter of record that again and again, they come for extension.
Our Government has never refused it. So, the fact is that we have extended all
possible help and given a third extension, fourth extension and a fifth extension as per
my letter of 7" October. Despite that, they are not able to give us the stock. In the
stock that they have to still give us since they have raised parboiled rice, their original
target for parboiled rice was 24.75 lakh metric tonnes. They came to me and asked
for an increase. |increased it from 24.75 lakh metric tonnes, as a one-time measure,
to 44.75 lakh metric tonnes. Out of that also, to date, we have received only 27.78
lakh metric tonnes. Seventeen lakh metric tonnes is still pending for what has been
agreed. So, they are jumping into the future without supplying what has already been
agreed. That is one point.

Second, their own State Government has confirmed to us in writing, based on
the clause No.18 of the FCI MoU with them for the future, and that was a gentleman
agreement between the State and us. We have discussed it with all the States. | saw
some placards about uniform policy. | would like to re-assure this House that we
have a uniform MSP policy, which is continuing for all parts of the country. According
to that, para 18 clearly states it. | can only buy what the States are willing to
consume, and, therefore, we had indicated well in advance that it will be for the
future. The problem is that they are mixing up the past and the future. Let me quote
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the letter dated 4™ October, 2021 from Telangana Government confirming that the
State shall not deliver parboiled rice to FCI in future. Based on that, we said, okay,
even though we have lot of stock, we will procure all the rice which you currently
have. | do not know why again and again this issue is being raised. Please supply
the 17 lakh tonnes. | have already told your Chief Minister ...(/nterruptions)... Sir, |
have also told their Chief Minister that if after this, some small quantity is there, | will
be accommodating that also on the basis of the commitment that in future they will
not supply us parboiled rice. ...(/nterruptions)...

Financial assistance to farmers under PM-Kisan Scheme

*65. SHRI Y.S. CHOWDARY: Will the Minister of AGRICULTURE AND FARMERS
WELFARE be pleased to state:

(a) whether farmers have got financial assistance under the Schemes like Pradhan
Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi (PM-KISAN) yojana;

(b) if so, the details thereof, for the last three years, State-wise;

(c) whether any test audit or survey has been done to ensure that the assistance
reaches the intended beneficiaries; and

(d) if so, the details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE AND FARMERS WELFARE (SHRI NARENDRA
SINGH TOMAR): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) Yes, Sir. The State/UT-wise details of benefit transferred to the eligible
beneficiaries under PM-KISAN Scheme financial year-wise are placed at Annexure-I.

(c) and (d) The structure of the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi Yojana (PM-
KISAN) inherently comprises of mechanism for exclusion of errors on the basis of
continuous verification and validation of data of beneficiaries by various authorities like
Aadhaar/PFMS/Income Tax to ensure that the benefit reaches to the intended
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beneficiaries.  Further, States/UTs Governments have mandate to mark
beneficiariesas ineligible on the ground of death, income tax payees, pensioner etc.
Also, a physical verification module has been developed on PM-KISAN Portal. As per
the approved norms of PM- KISAN scheme, States/UTs are required to undertake
physical verification of about 5-10% of the beneficiaries for determining their
eligibility. In addition, following special measures have been taken up by the
Government to ensure that funds are not being misused and the scheme is properly
implemented in order to benefit genuine farmers:

(i) Standard Operational Guidelines have been issued for recovering money from
ineligible beneficiaries.

(i) Standard Operational Guidelines for identification of Income Tax payees have
been prepared and circulated to the States.

(i) Caution Advisory has been issued to the States to adopt measures during the
registration and verification of farmers under the PM-KISAN Scheme.

(iv) Standard Operational Guidelines for Physical Verification of PM-KISAN
beneficiaries have been circulated to the State Governments.

(v) States/UTs have been instructed to carry out Social audit of the list of
beneficiaries in the Gram Sabha meeting.

TECHNOLOGY be pleased to state:

(a) the steps that have been taken by Government to design semiconductors in
the country;
(b) the budget allocation in the current year's budget for the above;
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(c) the steps that are envisaged for setting up Semiconductor Fabrication (FAB)
facilities for manufacturing adequate amount of semiconductors in the
country; and

(d) whether Government is aware that setting up of such facilities is critical for
AtmaNirbhar Bharat?

THE MINISTER FOR ELECTRONICS AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY
(SHRI' ASHWINI VAISHNAV): (a) to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the
House.

Statement

(a) Government is fully cognizant of the importance of semiconductor design and
manufacturing for India becoming an electronics manufacturing hub of the world in
the post-covid scenario. Semiconductor design is a highly knowledge intensive field
and needs exceptionally skilled manpower and tools. India has availability of huge
talent pool for semiconductor design and high number of design Patents / IPR are
produced in the country by design engineers. A vibrant design ecosystem in the
country will lay the foundation for the development of indigenous chipsets, systems,
and electronic products. This is an important step towards meeting India’s future
requirements in the strategic, industrial, and commercial sectors where the electronic
content is rising steadily.

Government is focused on broadening and deepening the Electronics System Design
and Manufacturing (ESDM) sector with Semiconductor design as one of the focus
areas.

The major on-going initiatives in the area of design of Semiconductors are:

i. Special Manpower Development Programme for Chips to System Design
(SMDP-C2SD) was initiated by Ministry of Electronics and Information
Technology (MeitY) in year 2014 at 60 academic institutes across the country
with an outlay of Rs. 99.72 crore for duration of 7 years. 150 Application Specific
Integrated Circuits (ASICs) have been designed under this programme which
are fabricated at Semi-Conductor Laboratory (SCL) and other foundries
abroad.

ii. MeitY also supports projects at various R& D organizations for incubation as
well as design & development of ASICs / System-on-Chips (SoCs) for societal
and strategic applications. Following are the major activities taken up for chip
design:
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a. Various state-of the-art ASICs / SoCs such as indigenous Microprocessors,
NavlC Receiver, Bluetooth Transceiver, etc., have been designed and
developed for societal and strategic applications. Under the Microprocessor
Development Programme, a family of 32-bit / 64-bit SHAKTI, VEGA and
AJIT processors have been designed and developed by IIT Madras, C-DAC
and IIT Bombay, respectively, using Open Source ISA (Instruction Set
Architecture).

b. Fabless Chip Design Incubator (FabCl) has also been setup by MeitY at IIT
Hyderabad in year 2016 with an outlay of Rs. 23.73 crore for duration of
5 years for providing design infrastructure, incubation support and technical
mentorship to semiconductor design start-ups.

(b) The total budget allocation for chip design related activities/programmes in the
current financial year is Rs. 100 crore.

(c) Government is cognizant of the importance of semiconductor manufacturing for
AtmaNirbhar Bharat and it has been making serious efforts to set up semiconductor
wafer fabrication facilities in the country. Currently, semiconductor wafer fabrication
facilities for strategic requirements are available at Semi-Conductor Laboratory
(SCL), Mohali; Gallium Arsenide Enabling Technology Centre (GAETEC), Hyderabad
and Society for Integrated Circuit Technology and Applied Research (SITAR),
Bengaluru. Semiconductor FABs are highly capital intensive and must deal with
constantly changing technology. Further, the semiconductor fabrication capability for
leading / cutting edge technology nodes is available with only few companies
globally.

The Government has approved the following projects for development of
semiconductors:

l. The project for “Establishment of Gallium Nitride (GaN) Ecosystem Enabling
Centre and Incubator for High Power and High Frequency Electronics” is
being implemented by Society for Innovation and Development (SID) under
the auspices of Indian Institute of Science (lISc) at Centre for Nano Science
and Engineering (CeNSE), Bengaluru at the total project cost of
Rs. 298.66 crore.

Il. An application for setting up of Assembly, Testing, Marking and Packaging
(ATMP) of NAND Flash memory has been approved under the Production
Linked Incentive (PLI) Scheme for large scale electronics manufacturing.
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[l. An application for discrete semiconductor devices, including transistors,
diodes, thyristors, etc. and System in Package (SIP) has been approved
under the Production Linked Incentive (PLI) Scheme for large scale
electronics manufacturing.

V. Following incentives are available to companies for setting up of
Semiconductor Fabrication (FAB) facilities in India:

(i) A financial incentive of 256% on capital expenditure for setting up of
semiconductor fabrication units under the Scheme for Promotion of
manufacturing of Electronic Components and Semiconductors
(SPECS).

(i) Capital goods for setting up of Semiconductor FAB are exempted
from Basic Customs Duty (BCD).

(ii) Investment linked deduction under Section 35AD of the Income-tax
Act.

(iv) Deduction of expenditure on research and development as admissible
under Section 35(2AB) of the Income-tax Act.

(v) New domestic companies making fresh investment in manufacturing
and starting operations before March 31, 2023 have an option to pay
corporate income tax at reduced rate of 15% .

(d) Yes, Sir. Government is very aware that building a robust and innovative
semiconductor ecosystem in the country is critical for becoming a global electronics
manufacturing hub and for AtmaNirbhar Bharat.

SHRI K.J. ALPHONS: Sir, under Prime Minister Narendra Modi ji, the biggest digital
revolution in the world has happened here. Chips or semiconductors are at the heart
of the electronics industry and the internet industry. We have not succeeded, | am
using a very mild word, at all, in chip manufacturing. While designing of
semiconductors by Indian engineers happens in Bangalore, mostly those are for
foreign companies. Sir, what is the Government doing? | have gone through the
replies. All these Government companies are doing very little in this. Unless we can
really manufacture chips in the country...(/nterruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please put your question.

SHRI K.J. ALPHONS: Sir, it is a question. We have two brilliant minds in the
Ministry. Both are engineers. Both are brilliant people. Will they take radical steps to
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ensure that whatever semiconductors are required in India are manufactured in India
in the next three years?

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, the hon. Member, Shri Alphons, has raised a very
valid point. Semiconductor industry is a very complex industry. It is highly capital
intensive industry. The steps taken by the Government have given very good results
so far. Are we there? Do we need to do more? Yes, definitely, we need to do a lot
more. That is what the hon. Member is saying. What are we doing on that? We have
had very detailed interaction with all the stakeholders in this industry. This industry
has five major stakeholders. They are the fab companies, composite semiconductor
manufacturers, the entire supply chain which has very specialized gases and
chemicals, then the design people -- there is an entire ecosystem of design people -
- and then the packaging people. We have touched all of them. We have had very
detailed discussion with all these stakeholders and are working out whether we have
sufficient schemes that we have now, or whether we need to change them. As we
know, Sir, every five years, the scheme period gets revised. So, when that moment
to change comes, we have to bring in new elements. That is the process in which we
are right now. | hope this will lead to some very good results.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Second supplementary now, but please be brief.

SHRI K.J. ALPHONS: Sir, this is the most important issue for the country. So, please
give me a few seconds. This is not a routine thing. The future of the entire country
depends on semiconductors and chips. So, please give me time.

Sir, what is provided in the Budget is only Rs.100 crore. Basically and
fundamentally, our Government PSUs have failed. | am very sorry to say that. We
need to involve the private sector. We must at least pick up three or four private
sector players and give them at least a billion dollars each. | am sorry that you have
provided only Rs.100 crore in the Budget for current year. Will you do that? Will you
provide at least three billion dollars allocation in the Budget and give it to the private
industry ?

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: This is a suggestion. | hope the hon. Minister will keep in
mind.

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, | would also like to mention that semiconductor
industry is part of electronics manufacturing ecosystem. Ten years back, this kind of
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ecosystem was hardly present in the country. A lot of efforts have been made and all
have contributed.Today, the electronics manufacturing industry has reached 75 billion
dollars, which means, five-and-a-half lakh crore of rupees. This industry is growing
at a pace; there is a growth rate of 25-26 per cent. We expect that in the coming five
years, this industry will grow to 250 billion dollars. T8 SS¥¢! 18 TR HRIS BYU B
Y1 That is the kind of growth which is happening. What is most interesting and

most heartening for every citizen and every hon. Member is that there are so many
units which are employing a large number of women and a very large of physically
disabled friends in the society. That gives a tremendous and heartening feeling to all
of us. That is the direction in which this industry is growing.

SHRI K.J. ALPHONS: Sir, | am talking about allocation for semiconductors.

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Electronics and semiconductors cannot be discussed
separately. Whatever discussions we are having with the industry at this point of time
will definitely lead to some good results.

SHRI K.R.N. RAJESHKUMAR: Respected Deputy Chairman, Sir, the Centre for
Development of Advanced Computing comes under the Ministry of Electronics and
Information Technology. The Central Government closed down C-DAC computer
centre for training programmes. Does the Central Government have any proposal to
restart the training programme?

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, the question is not related to the main question,
however, hon. Member can any day come over to the Ministry. We can have a
discussion on this.

PROF. MANOJ KUMAR JHA: Sir, when | look at semiconductor fabrication facilities,
do States like us come in your main vision or not? Leaving aside Bihar, you go to
those places which already have these kinds of facilities. | have this small query on
behalf of people of Bihar.

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, | request hon. Member to work with the State
Government because this is a very, very complex ecosystem. This requires so many
elements that it is not possible for any Government to direct the industry towards a
particular State.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Question Hour is over. Hon. Minister, thank you. The
House stands adjourned till 2:30 p.m.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): Thank you. The next
speaker is Dr. Amee Yajnik; not present. Shri Jairam Ramesh.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH (Karnataka): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | was not planning to
speak, but | was provoked by the comments of by my learned friend and Member,
Dr. Vinay Sahasrabuddhe. | would not go into the introductory part of his speech
where he made some sweeping generalizations of the policies of the Government in
the early part of the post-Independence-century of India.

Sir, | want to make two comments. Number one, the Companies Act was
amended in 2013. The concept of Corporate Social Responsibility was introduced,
and | happened to be a member of that Government. This Government has taken that
forward. | broadly agree with what the Member says, that we need more investment
in preservation of our cultural heritage, our multiple cultural heritage -- not cultural
heritage of just one variety, but multiple cultural heritage - - but the idea of introducing
CSR was completely different. | think the hon. Member has missed why CSR was
introduced. CSR was introduced to develop local areas, because our development
experience was that giant companies come, they locate in backward areas, in areas
that are very poor in physical infrastructure and, through the instrument of CSR, local
communities should benefit. The idea of CSR was not to benefit the national scene,
but to benefit local communities, local areas and local regions. Now, where there are
cultural monuments and historical monuments in the local areas, | have no problem,
but very often these factories and companies are located in areas where there are no
monuments and where there is little heritage. So, it makes no sense to pass a law
which says that 25 per cent of the two per cent CSR must be reserved for monument
protection. Hence, | would request the hon. Member that this should be a guideline.
This should not be made a blanket law that 25 per cent should be kept aside for
preservation of local monuments, because a monument may be in one area but the
company may be in a completely different area. So, don't dilute the idea of CSR. The
idea of CSR, Sahasrabuddheji, was to bring the benefits to local communities, to
local regions, to improve their social and physical infrastructure. So, this is my first
point.

So, this is my first point. My second point is regarding the National Monuments
Authority. | say this with great deal of sadness. The hon. Member has repeatedly
mentioned the National Monuments Authority. The National Monuments Authority was
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established in March, 2010 by an Act of Parliament. This House and the other House
passed a law to establish a National Monuments Authority and all parties welcomed
the National Monuments Authority. Section 20F of the law that this House and the
other House passed stipulates that the Chairperson of the National Monuments
Authority -- Rakesh Sinhayjiis laughing; he knows what | am going to say - - should be
a person who is an expert in architecture; or who is an expert in urban planning; or
who is an expert in conservation of heritage or he should have an architectural
background. Perfectly fine! The Chairperson of the National Monuments Authority
should be a professional. We have had three Chairpersons of the National
Monuments Authority. First was an eminent historian. The second was an eminent
historian. But two years ago this policy was given up and this Government has
appointed a former Member of Parliament who has no expertise in urban planning, no
expertise in conservation, no expertise in heritage and no degree in architecture as
Chairman of the National Monuments Authority. This has become a National Political
Monuments Authority. Sahasrabuddheji, this is no longer the National Monuments
Authority. In fact, | have written to the hon. Chairman. | want to move a Privilege
Motion against the Minister concerned. How can you appoint the Chairman in
contravention of the laws passed by Parliament? This is a very serious issue. | have
nothing against the individual. He is a very good friend of mine. If Parliament passes
a law and stipulates that the Chairperson of the National Monuments Authority must
be a person with the urban planning, architecture or heritage conservation
background and you appoint a political person as the Chairperson, what is the result?
We know the result -- re-writing of history, re-writing of monuments heritage and
declaring mythical areas as areas of monumental and cultural significance. So, | am
very sorry to say, Sahasrabuddheji, that the laws passed by Parliament have not been
observed and have been breached. That is why | am deeply, deeply sceptical about
the law that you are bringing. | am sceptical, but | agree with the spirit of what you are
saying. We must preserve ancient monuments. Have we done a good job of
preserving ancient monuments? No. Should we be doing more? Yes. Should
Government be investing more? Yes. Should Civil Society be investing more? Yes.
But, please, don't make a law which is not implementable and which will destroy the
very basis of the concept of CSR which is a good and laudable concept. Local
benefits will now be minimised and a politically-determined decision will be made on
where this 25 per cent of 2 per cent of CSR will be used. So, my request to you is
that we must depoliticise CSR; we must depoliticise the protection of monuments.
India is a land of multiple heritages. In whichever cultural heritage it is, it must be
protected. You are absolutely right. | have read Will Durant's book. | am entirely in
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agreement that we are legatees of a very rich multiple cultural heritage, which needs
to be protected. We have only 3,670 monuments protected by the Archaeological
Survey of India. It should be 10,000; it should be 15,000. | am entirely in agreement
with it, but | am afraid, the Bill, that the hon. Member is suggesting, is the wrong
route to take, and, therefore, | request him not to press for this Bill and also please
exert his considerable influence on this Government to restore to the National
Monuments Authority the professional calibre which it deserves and rescue it from the
clutches of party politics. Thank you, Sir.

DR. SASMIT PATRA (Odisha): Thank you, Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, for this kind
opportunity. | have about four minutes.

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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): Thank you.Now,
Shri V. Vijayasai Reddy.

SHRI V. VIUAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, | rise to support this Bill. First of
all, | do not agree with the views of my colleague, Jairam Ramesh ji because a
monument is the property of the country, property of the citizens of the country. Sir, it
is our responsibility to protect the monuments. Whether there has to be a budgetary
allocation or funds are to be remitted through CSR is only a subject matter of
discussion but funds have to be spent and monuments are to be protected.
Therefore, | rise to support this Bill.

Sir, there are three, four points which | would like to bring to your kind notice.
We are all sitting here.This Parliament building, which we inherited and from where we
are operating today, will become a monument down the line after a few years.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: Next year.

SHRI'V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Maybe next year or next to next year.

PROF. MANOJ KUMAR JHA: Monument of democracy.

SHRI V. VIUAYASAI REDDY: Monument of democracy. Yes, this is also a monument.
Temples are also monuments, churches are also monuments, mosques are also
monuments; all prayer houses are monuments. They are to be protected irrespective
of the caste or religion. So, this Bill deserves support.

Sir, I would like to draw your kind attention to the relevant provisions regarding
the CSR funds in the Companies Act. It has been reproduced here. On the issue of
how to spend the CSR funds, first of all, it has to be two per cent of the average net
profit of the company. It is fine. On the issue of where to spend, it says that the
company shall give preference to the local area and the areas around it where it
operates, for spending the amount earmarked for CSR activities. | would like to draw
your Kind attention to this particular provision. Let us take the example of a company
having its head office or registered office located in Hyderabad, Delhi or Mumbai,
and, which has four factories located in four different States. This particular provision
in the Companies Act gives the option to the company to spend the funds anywhere.
It does not have to be the local area only because it is not mandatory. It gives an
option to the company to spend wherever the company wants to spend. It mentions,
'preferably local area' and the company can spend the funds. This should not be the
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case because the company is collecting taxes from the local people, paying taxes to
the local Government, and enjoying the facilities from the area where it is located. |t
may be any State for that matter.Therefore, it is obligatory on their part because the
revenues are generated from four-five different sources, in case four factories are
located in different places. Therefore, it has to be proportional. | am not thinking from
a narrow minded point of view. There has to be a provision in this regard and
proportionate profits attributable to that particular unit must be spent in the area
where that factory is located. This is my opinion.

Secondly, Sir, what will happen if 2 per cent of the net profits are not spent as
per the Companies Act? If the amount is not spent within a period of six months from
the end of the financial year, that is, if accounts are closed by 31% March, if the
amount is not spent by 30" September, these funds have to be deposited in PM
CARES. My point is: Why PM CARES, why not CM CARES also? Why are you
restricting this only to PM CARES? So, my point in this regard is this. | support the
Bill; however, there have to be some amendments in the Companies Act or some
rules have to be framed amending the existing rules enabling the companies to
contribute even to the CM CARES also.

Sir, my next point is, what will happen if funds are not spent and then if they
are not deposited to PM CARES? The Board of Directors will have to give the reason.
That is not what we are expecting from the Companies Act. There has to be a penal
provision. That is mandatory. So, there has to be a penal provision to be incorporated
in the Companies Act penalising the Company's Directors for not following Section
135, Schedule VII of the Companies Act. Unfortunately, the hon. Finance Minister is
not present here in this august House. You are directing the company, mandating the
company, to spend 2 per cent of the average profits for Corporate Social
Responsibility. When you are giving a direction to the company and asking the
company to follow it, why are you not allowing this as an admissible expenditure
under Section 37 of the Income Tax Act? Earlier, to the best of my knowledge, when
| was practising as a Chartered Accountant, it was admissible and later it became
inadmissible. During the period when Chidambaram ji was the Finance Minister, he
introduced the Amendment Bill. It is Chidambaram ji who amended the Act saying
that it is inadmissible. It is very unfortunate. When the company is spending the
amount, why should it spend the amount from after-tax profits? It has to be
admissible as expenditure, and profit or loss should be arrived at only after admitting
Corporate Social Responsibility as an admissible expenditure in the profit and loss
account.
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Sir, in Schedule VI, there are areas where the Corporate Social Responsibility
funds could be spent. They are specified, and they are limited. My request to the hon.
Minister in this regard is, you should include employees' welfare and employees'
housing also in this, which is not included here. When you have included drinking
water, health, education, help during natural calamities, skill development, women
empowerment, citizen care, environment, including flora and fauna, Ganga, sports,
rural development, slum area development, why not employees' welfare?

These are my points, Sir. With this, | support the Bill and request the hon.
Minister to kindly consider my points and bring suitable amendments in the rules as
well as in the Act. Thank you, Sir.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN (Maharashtra): Sir, | wish to agree with Shri Jairam Ramesh
when he said that we must refrain from politicizing both preservation of culture as well
as CSR. The expenditure on CSR must not lose its core spirit, because it has to be
spent on local areas which are near a company sponsoring it. Preserving history in all
its richness as well as in its correctness is very important. And diversity must be
preserved at all costs. Here when we speak about heritage, we must make sure that
we are also speaking about our diversity. We have a certain fear that if this is not
defined properly by what we mean by monuments then our diversity may not be
included in it. There are tribal museums. There are libraries. There are various
monuments, various historical structures and things which are related to the diversity
in our culture which must be preserved at any cost.

Sir, | wish to bring to your notice this monument where we are sitting right
now. Just now somebody from my colleagues was saying that it is going to be the
museumisation of this monument of democracy. Somebody just made a comment.
While the Central Vista is being constructed, there is a National Museum right next to
it which has got abundant evidence of our freedom struggle. | think we have to pay
attention to that. We don't know when that building is going to be demolished. What
is going to happen to all those relics of our freedom struggle? The House has to know
that. We have a right to know what is going to happen to it and how we are going to
shift all these things because this requires a lot of expenditure. This should be made
clear before the House. It will be 25 per cent of the revenue. If | heard it correctly, |
think my colleague, Dr. Sahasrabuddhe, said that overall it is Rs.40 crore. How many
things can be included in it? | must tell you that my point is that monuments and
historical evidence must be defined properly.

| have one more suggestion for CSR. There are certain sports where there are
individual high achievers like rifle shooting. Rifle shooting requires huge infrastructure.
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The National Rifle Association of India is doing good work. Most of our sportspersons
are procuring medals for us at the world level in rifle shooting whether it is the
Olympics or other World Games. This is an individual sport. If individuals are
sponsored through CSR, it will be a great help. If we can build some centres of
National Rifle Association in rural areas, | think a lot of rural talent can be tapped. If we
can include this under the CSR, this also would be a great idea. Thank you, Sir.

DR. AMEE YAJNIK (Guijarat): Sir, the hon. Member has come out with this Bill where
he seeks some amendment in the Companies Act for Section 135 on the corporate
social responsibility. Sir, he has come with an amendment which seeks that there
should be some kind of a portion carved out from the CSR funds by the company to
see that it is used for the repair, restoration, management, maintenance and upkeep
of ancient monuments and archaeological sites which are of national importance. Sir,
two important facts come out of this; one is that this should have been a
representation to the Government and to the hon. Prime Minister, when this already
wonderful monument where we are sitting, the temple of democracy, is going to be
completely sidelined and a new monument is coming up for us to shift there. So, this
should have been taken up at that particular point of time as a separate
representation and not as something that is connected to social responsibility in the
Companies Act. Sir, corporate social responsibility came in 2013 in the Companies
Act where the companies were mandated by law that two per cent of their profit of the
preceding three years should be used for social work as a part of their social
responsibility in the society. The three highlighting factors were social, human
development and environment development where the CSR is spent. When there is a
separate authority for monuments and maintenance of these heritage and culture with
a special Budget carved out to see that the provisions of this Act are mandated, there
is a body, there is an authority, there is a complete system to manage and maintain
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these monuments in the country, why would there be, why should there be an
amendment in the Companies Act for CSR activities? Sir India's last reports on social
indicators are seen, we need so much to be done on the social factors and in the
social arena that the corporate responsibility was brought in the year 2013 with that
particular intention in mind that this being some kind of a philanthropic activity, the
companies may bring in their efforts in their planning so a percentage of their profits is
used for society in an ethical and beneficial way. Sir, over the years, the CSR fund
has been used to build schools, to see that environmental standards are improved
where the company has its projects, in the local areas where there is scope for
improvement and it is a complementary part where the Government is bringing
schemes and bringing policies and where this corporate social responsibility of that
company adds to that efforts of the Government, where the education is required,
where environment is required to be preserved, and where we need empowerment on
the human development. Sir, these are the indicators of Corporate Social
Responsibility. Bringing these monuments and giving an example that when you visit
some monument sites and you find some scribblings on those monument walls, you
feel that they require maintenance. Sir, this is not to be brought by way of an
amendment to correct those kinds of indulgences which our tourists indulge in. There
are methods and ways to see that there are duties of the citizens that have to be
followed. We want our Fundamental Rights, we also want the States to follow the
Directive Principles of State's Policy which are enshrined in the Constitution of India,
but we somewhere forget the Fundamental Duties, the civic duties which are
supposed to have. We are also a part of society; we also should know that we are not
supposed to damage monuments. So, that is a different aspect, but because of that
you want to ask the Corporate Social Responsibility to be modified or to be amended
and to bring 25 per cent of the 2 per cent of the amount to be spent on the
maintenance and management of monuments, | think it is absolutely a complete
disjunct between the principles why this particular Corporate Social Responsibility
was inserted in the Act. The second thing is, how does hon. Member come to the 25
per cent number? Some rationale has to be given for everything when you bring it by
way of a Private Member's Bill, and, to bring such an amendment in the Companies
Act, by just coming out with a percentage of the percentage that is carved out for
philanthropic activity and voluntarily earlier people used to do, but to bring it by way of
a law, | think it is completely irrational in a sense. This should have been done by way
of giving some suggestion to the hon. Prime Minister and also to the Government
that, yes, we need a lot more social work to be done. |If social work is not being
complemented by enough funds, | think, there should be ways and means to see that
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we are doing something better for the society. Sir, when we talk about environment
and we have put the special CSR by way of social upliftment, human development
and environment good for the country, Sir, we find that in mining areas, underground
water tables are disturbed. We find areas where there is no drinking water. We find
areas where women are not empowered. There are no schools in certain areas. If
there are schools, there is no infrastructure. Sir, these are the aspects of social
responsibility. These are the areas where companies can contribute. That is why over
the last ten years or more than nine years, we have come up with this Social
Corporate Responsibility, which has done wonders by contributing in several areas.
But to talk about bringing monuments and maintaining buildings or managing these
buildings, | think it is absolutely not fair. | would request the hon. Member to kindly
see what actually is the rationale, the intent, the object behind bringing CSR in the
Companies Act. It is a separate detailed Act and to bring this particular aspect has
taken wide deliberations and it has been passed by way of an amendment. So, this
CSR, let it be there for the intention for which it was created. Sir, last but not the
least, the local authorities also do have a say when you talk about managing or
maintaining or repairing monuments which are in that particular local areas. Sir, there
are several factors, there are several agencies. It can be done in a proper way but
not by bringing a Private Member's Bill here. Brining an amendment in the Companies
Act, which has been amended by bringing in a very particular novel idea of bringing
the CSR in our law and when we are mandated by law, the Companies are
implementing. We heard the amounts of crores that have been given by the
companies by way of CSR, we are also seeing the results. But the negative part
which was told by a couple of our Members that they are not spent for the right
projects or not spent at the right time and they are spent in distant areas, they cannot
be a part of such a Private Member's Bill. So, | would request the hon. Member to
withdraw this Bill, and come out with a very, very detailed representation to the
Government that, yes, we need maintenance of our heritage buildings, we need to
repair our buildings and we need to preserve them for posterity, but not in this way.
